For the 2-3 age group, you would 

probably choose 1 or 2 simple jobs that they could do daily and adjust the number of jobs 

for the age of the child.

  I have created a variety of Chore ChartsChore ChartsChore ChartsChore Charts  for you to use with your kids. These can be 

used on a weekly or monthly basis. To use weekly, they would put a sticker or a star in 

each box for a job completed. To use monthly, they would put a small sticker or a star in 

one box for all jobs completed.

One set has a wages column if you want to let them earn some money. Some jobs are done 

just because you are part of the family, but I think that if you decide to pay them for 

certain jobs, you are teaching them a lot about how real life works. Letting them earn 

their wages and spend their own money will help them to understand the concept and 

develop a sense for handling money in a responsible way.

I quickly discovered that when my kids are earning their own money from jobs that they 

do around the house, they do not ask me for money:) They know that they have to spend 

their own money on toys or treats and when I say "Ohhh, you don't have enough money 

for that," they understand that they can't get it or that they will have to save up for it!
